OTHER REPORTS

Supervisor Riester reported that the sales tax collected for the month of July was$134,083.03 this is compared to $131,008.00 in 2013. This is an increase of $3,075.03from July 2013.  The year to date received is $796,581.74 which is a decrease of $24,913.39from 2013. He also reported that he continues to meet with the Niagara County HealthCare Consortium looking to reduce the costs of health insurance for employees.  He alsoattended a Public Hearing for National Fuel and the 2016 Northern Access Project.  Theproposed project is to transport natural gas to the North Eastern US and to Canada.  Thiswill involve enlarging some of the existing pipes and installing a compressor station inPendleton along the existing path.
Councilman Leible reported that the Building Department issued 7 violations, 4 remainoutstanding. Total outstanding violations for the year 13. He reported that the BuildingDepartment issued 35 permits for a total of $2,365.00 in fees. He also reported that theHighway Department patched pot holes in Ridgeview, Fisk, Meadow Lane, Pendale andDonner roads.  They also chipped brush, installed pipe at 5288 Irish Rd. and on Fisk Rd., oiland stone on Main Rd., paved Mapleton from Campbell to Bear Ridge Rd.  They also startedmowing several off road ditches, repaired equipment as needed, maintained parks andcemeteries. The complete report, including a list of shared services will be on file in theTown Clerk’s Office.
Councilman Morrison reported that the Sewer Department responded to 11 regular timesewer calls and 4 overtime calls, 3 grinder pump updates, 3 partial grinder updates, 2pressure sewer breaks, 58 underground utilities stakeouts completed, bi-weeklymaintenance for 3 pump stations and 15 duplex grinder pumps.  The Water Departmentrepaired a fire hydrant leak on Irish Rd., replaced 2 water trace readers, completedquarterly stage 2 water samples, 2 water service pushes under the road for new homes,and 7 compliance inspections. The complete report will be on file in the Town Clerk’sOffice. He also reported that the Town is averaging 18 to 20 pallets every month and a halffor the electronic drop off.  He also thanked Bea, Carrie and Charlie for the work  for theSummer Recreation program and kudos to the young people that helped out. The tennisattendance numbers were close to the numbers for last year. Joe Smith and his partnerhave been installing the short runs of fencing for the baseball diamonds.  He was a residentof Pendleton and played baseball as a child. Most of the project is completed except for balldiamond #7. He will be donating his time and the materials to completely remove andreplace the current fencing including the back stop.
Councilman Fischer discussed the idea of a contest for a caption to be in addition to the“Welcome to Pendleton” sign that the Lion’s Club recently placed across from theWendelville Fire Company.  He also discussed the idea of starting a community day forPendleton that led into a discussion about the Wendelville Field Days and the workinvolved and needing the community to support events like that.
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Councilwoman Jarvis reported that she attended a seminar about providing innovativeplayground equipment for children with disabilities. She found it very interesting andhopes to use the information going forward if the Town adds any equipment in the future.She also reported that a basic wooden shed for salt storage has been estimated at$200,000.00. That cost would not include additional lean-to or doors.  She also commentsthat she has not received any replies from any of the companies that provide sheds with atarp/canvas top.
Attorney Claude Joerg reported that the date for filing public comments with the DECregarding Equate has been extended until October 15th.  He also reported that he hasrequested, on behalf of the Town, where the new sites were located.  The DEC is making itdifficult to get the information. They denied the request, saying it is to protect theindividuals privacy. The next step for the Town will be to file a formal appeal. Heanticipates that will deny that request too.  The following step will be for the Town to file inthe Supreme Court an Article 78 proceeding to challenge the DEC. He also mentioned thathe has been told that Equate has been spread on some fields in the Town of Cambria lastweek.
