Big 3 questions and answers dealing with Mosquito Problems – 


Q1: What bait can be used to attract mosquitoes? 

A1: Octanol cartridges are typically the most common attractant used.  Mosquitoes are often attracted to stagnant water as well.  

Q2: What sort of traps can be baited with octanol? 

A2: Typically electric “zapper” bug lights, and fan traps.  The problem with both is that they are non-discriminatory traps, resulting in bycatch of passive insect species as well.  

Q3: How can I enjoy my deck/patio with all these mosquitoes without spraying my environment, harming passive pollinator species, etc? 

A3: Mosquitoes are notoriously weak-flyers.  Setting an oscillating fan on medium should be enough to keep them from ruining your picnic.
