NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Town Board of the Town of Pendleton, on
this 9" day of March 2020, that March 29, 2020 shall be declared Vietnam War Veterans Day in honor
of all former and current residents who are Vietnam War period veterans and all residents are urged to
be cognizant of the sacrifices of all veterans and take any steps possible to recognize the sacrifices of our
country’s Vietnam War period veterans.
